RISKS?

Unsafe skin penetration procedures have the patetdi spread
deadly viruses such as hepatitis and HIV, as welltte risk of
infection. If someone is considering having ad@atbr piercing it is
important to make sure they are well informed alsaié techniques
and choose operators and premises that are clégprafessional.

Most professional tattooists and body piecers asmara of the
potential risks involved in their procedures ankletgare to follow
good infection control practices. The main issimesnaking these
activities safe for the operator and the client are
- Clean premises

Good operator hygiene

Avoiding contamination of instruments and materials

Using correct cleaning, disinfection and steriliat

methods

Safe sharps disposal.

In Victoria it is against the law to tattoo any g@n under the age of
18 years. It is also an offence to perform a mtimate body
piercing on a person aged under 16 years with@uwtiitten consent
of a parent or guardian and the consent of the gqanson. It is an
offence to perform an intimate body piercing (ng/genitalia) on a
person under the age of 18 years.
