Education Tax Refund

It's not too late to take advantage of the educatio
tax refund for the financial year about to end.
Parents of secondary school students who are
entitled to Family Tax Benefit Part A are eligible
for a refund up to $750 per child. Items that are

eligible include:

- laptops & home computers and associated
costs (including repair and running costs of
computer equipment and lease costs), home
Internet connection and printers and paper;
education software;
school textbooks and material (including
prescribed textbooks, associated learning
materials, study guides and stationery); and
prescribed trade tools.
