On Friday 19th June, Lisa Cavey and Lyndal Ford, accompanied by 
Brianna Vines, Emma Foster and myself ventured out to South 
Africa, to educate the exceedingly less fortunate South African Youth 
living in the dry and baron land of the Kalahari Desert. 
 

 
 

After a 14 hour plane flight and eight hour drive we reached our 
South African home known as the Moffat Mission. Each day we 
woke at five in the morning and travelled to Bosheng Middle School 
for an 8am start. Upon our arrival we were serenaded by the joyful, 
moving songs, sung by the young students at assembly. Their love of 
life was not lacking although their lifestyle was full of pain and 
hardship. Many of the students would walk for hours each day in the 
sub zero temperatures to arrive at their school, with many lucky to 
have had breakfast. Their motivation to learn was unfathomable 
while they sat silent in the classroom awaiting their educator’s 
arrival. 

 
 
For our two weeks in the Kalahari Desert we were the educators of 
the Bosheng Middle School. As students, Brianna, Emma and 
myself, were required to be learning assistants in the classrooms. Yet 
when the lunch break came we soon realized how they have fun in 
the middle of South Africa, Soccer. Netball games turned into a 
soccer game after five minutes while the boys played soccer on the 
dusty field. Our foreign, Aussie rules football was seen as a small 
rugby ball while they all found it hilarious to see how we handpass 
the ball. 



 
After our long school days we would return to the Moffat Mission 
and sit in the cafe talking about our day with our fellow teachers and 
students from Adelaide, Singapore and EMC. The friendships that 
formed from our experiences as a group will be cherished, as their 
expectations out of the Kalahari experience was very similar to ours, 
to help educate the African students and the hope to bring equality 
around the world. 
 

 
 

Leaving the Middle School was a sad experience, to leave the 
brilliant friendships we forged after only two weeks with the native 
South Africans. Yet our trip was not over. On our return home we 
were fortunate enough to experience another aspect of Africa, their 
native wildlife. A visit to Sundown Ranch allowed us to have the 
opportunity of patting the 3 month old lion cubs, then venturing out 
into a game park, to see the animals living in their native habitat. In 
Africa it seemed to be mating season after we saw a few lions off in 
the bushes, as well as an elephant with a bit too much testosterone 
who charged at us! This was brilliant way to finish of our life 
changing “Kalahari Experience”.
